Introduction

Across America and around the world, God is calling His people to the discipline of fasting.
Christian leaders of various denominations have begun to use their influence to call their followers
to fast and pray for a spiritual awakening in our land and revival in our churches. In various
communities, God has already begun to answer that prayer.

This study guide has been prepared to help you grow in the discipline of fasting. For some,
fasting may be something new to their Christian life. Others may have fasted for years. In each
case, these studies are designed to help you better understand as an individual or in a group setting
the biblical principles of the fasts God has chosen.

The study guide is based on Fasting for Spiritual Breakthrough (Regal Books, 1996). You
will need a copy of that book to fully benefit from the studies which follow. The study guide
provides you the opportunity to think through the issues raised in the text and personally apply each
of the nine biblical fasts in your own life. Reading the text and completing these studies will help
you gain maximum benefit from the discipline of fasting in your life. Because journaling is a great
tool for chronicling spiritual growth and especially helpful when fasting, you will find a page
entitled “Notes” at the end of each chapter. This note page is for you to journal what you have
learned about that fast, how God is speaking to you through that chapter, or other personal thoughts.
The final chapter of this study guide—"Choosing the Fast God Chooses for You”—will guide you
through the process of evaluating each fast and will help you determine which fast(s) need to be
practiced on a regular basis in your life.

Many Christians still struggle with the need for fasting today. In the introduction to Fasting
for Spiritual Breakthrough, I suggest nine reasons why the spiritual discipline of fasting is needed
today.

* More than ever before, believers are in bondage to demonic powers and need strength to
stand against sin.

* Believers throughout the world need solutions to many complex problems and threatening
situations they are facing.

* The Church is in desperate need of revival, and every tribe and tongue and nation is in
desperate need of evangelization.

* The world in general and the Church in particular are crying out for people of character and
integrity—people who have found in Christ the emotional healing and strength to overcome
sinful and destructive habits.



* The abundance of food has insulated North American believers from the realities of
starvation and malnutrition in the two-thirds world.

* The media has so captured the national attention that even believers are operating according
to principles completely alien to God’s will for their lives.

* Even with the abundance of food and medical technology in North America, people are not
necessarily healthier.

* A great many believers have become so entangled in economic and social pursuits that they
need to be set free to establish their testimonies and to influence others for Christ.

* The growing influence of demonic forces and the waning influence of biblical Christianity
in North America and the fact that believers need protection from the evil one.

Do any of these reasons speak to needs in your life or that of your church or community? If
so, God has chosen a discipline of fasting for you. | encourage you to find a prayer partner of
become part of a small group that will support you and hold you accountable as you begin fasting
for spiritual breakthrough.

May God use this study guide to help you make a difference in your spiritual growth and in
your world.

TEACHING SMALL GROUPS

The primary purpose of this study guide is to help you personally understand fasting and to help
you grow as a Christian. But this study guide can also be a tool to help you prepare and teach
small groups. A simple three-step process to successfully guiding small group Bible study is a
result of the following definition of teaching.

TEACHING IS THE PREPARATION AND GUIDANCE OF
LEARNING ACTIVITIES.

Remember, talking is not teaching, and leading a small group is not lecturing to them about
fasting. Also, listening is not learning, so your students may not be learning just because they are
passively listening to you lecture.



Step One: Preparation

You begin teaching when you begin studying, and the way you study determines the way you
teach. The questions in this study guide will help you dig into the Bible and the text, Fasting for
Spiritual Breakthrough. When the questions make you think, use them in a small group. The
same question will challenge others as well.

Step Two: Guidance

Your role in a small group is to guide or lead discussion. Resist the temptation to lecture. Use the
questions to give focus and direction for group discussion. You are there as a resource person
because you have previously answered the questions. You are a guide.

Compare your role to that of a fishing guide. The fishing guide walks or rides with you, guiding
you to the best fishing hole. The guide knows the equipment, the bait and the best times to fish.

The guide doesn’t go along to catch fish but to help you catch fish. So in the small-group setting
you are there to help others discuss, apply and learn how to fast.

Step Three: Learning Experiences

The questions in this study guide will help you learn and apply the lessons on fasting. So use the
questions in your small group. In a classroom you might write out your questions on a
chalkboard or prepare them on a transparency for an overhead projector. In an informal setting,
you might have them written on index cards to share with the group, or you could prepare the
questions and make photocopies to hand out to the group members.

Only use the questions that were meaningful to you as you went through the study guide on your
own and that you think will be beneficial to the group. You can leave some out and add others
that will help group discussion. Arrange the questions in the sequence that will best keep your
group on track.

A Final Word

The focus of small group discussion is not just good dialogue, arriving at deep conclusions, or
even complete understanding of the topic. The purpose of Bible study is changed lives.
Remember the final instructions of Jesus, “Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever |
have commanded you” (Matthew 28:20, KJV).

CHAPTER ONE
THE FASTS GOD CHOOSES

For some, fasting is a form of political protest. Others view fasting as a means of purging the body
and achieving good health. Some feature fasting in fund raising efforts for humanitarian causes.
And others call people to fast for revival in America. With so many voices saying so many different
things, it is not surprising that confusion exists surrounding the discipline of fasting. Before looking
at what each fast can do in your life, let’s try to put this whole issue of fasting in perspective.



God’s Purpose for Fasting
Read Pages 17-20

Chapter one begins with the statement, “From the beginning, people have pursued God.” Examples
are given of ways in which people wrongly pursue God. Sometimes even spiritual disciplines such
as fasting can be practiced with the wrong motives and for the wrong reasons.

What are the differences between the Hindu and Christian approaches to the discipline of fasting?

When you think of fasting, which approach comes to mind first?

The key Scripture passage on fasting is Isaiah 58. Reread Isaiah 58:1-5. According to these verses,
what was wrong with the fasting of Israel?

In which of these areas are you most likely to struggle?

What should have been more characteristic of their fasting?

According to Isaiah 58:6-8, what are the benefits God promises when fasting is practiced correctly?

Which of these benefits speak to the needs in your life?

As you prepare for your personal odyssey into the discipline of fasting, what do you see as your
largest barrier to fasting successfully?

What can you do to overcome this personal barrier to fasting?



Nine Fasts God Can Use
Read Pages 20-23

Nine different fasts and how God can use them in your life are identified in this chapter. As you
review these nine fasts, answer the following question to discover the potential of each fast in your
life:

The Disciple’s Fast is designed to “loose the bands of wickedness” in your life (Isaiah 58:6). In
what areas of your life do you have difficulty breaking free of bondage and/or addictions to sin?

The Ezra Fast is designed to “undo heavy burdens” in your life (v.6). Which problems in your life
are significant enough for you to consider this approach to fasting?

The Samuel Fast is designed to bring liberty to the oppressed (see v.6). If you were to fast for
revival, what changes would you anticipate in your life?

What changes might you anticipate in your church?

Who might come to personal faith in Christ if you were to fast for their salvation?

The Elijah Fast is designed to “break every yoke” (v. 6) in your life. What is your greatest personal
concern causing you mental and/or emotional anguish?



How might the Elijah Fast help you cope with this difficulty?

The Widow’s Fast is designed as a means of meeting the humanitarian needs of others (see v.7).
What humanitarian needs are significant enough to motivate you to fast for them?

Is there a particular people group for whom you are most likely to fast?

The Saint Paul Fast is designed to gain insight in the process of making important decisions (see
v.8). What significant decisions do you anticipate facing in the next few months?

Which of these would be a worthy object of this fast?

The Daniel Fast is designed to improve health and/or gain your healing (see v.8). If you were to
participate in the Daniel Fast, what lifestyle changes would you need to make in your lifestyle?

What kinds of foods would be eliminated from or added to your diet?

The John the Baptist Fast is designed to enhance your testimony and influence for Jesus (see v.8).
How would you like others to think of you?



How could this fast help you establish that kind of character?

The Esther Fast is designed to protect us from the Evil One (see v.8). Is there a particular danger
you are facing in your life?

Perhaps you have a particular burden for someone in a difficult situation or someone in a unique
ministry situation. For whom would you be fasting if you used this fast?

Four Kinds of Fasting and Physical Aspects of Fasting
Read Pages 23-25

When God created us, He designed our bodies with a digestive system that uses food to provide
needed energy to carry out various other functions. In North America, most of us eat more than we
should and have accumulated stores of excess energy in the form of fat. In most cases, shorter fasts
from one to three days will result in far more positive than negative effects in our life. However, it
is always wise to consult your personal physician for medical advice about your situation. This is
especially true for those considering longer fasts, expectant mothers, diabetics, and others with a
history of medical problems.

In his book, What the Bible Says About Healthy Living, Dr. Rex Russell has identified four kinds of
fasting as noted on pages 23-24 in Fasting for Spiritual Breakthrough.

Based on the Old Testament practice, what are some of the times when you might fast today?

What did Jesus teach His disciples concerning fasting?

For what reasons did the New Testament Church practice fasting?

How did the Early Church practice the discipline of fasting?



What parts of their practice are you likely to incorporate into your personal discipline of fasting?

Throughout history, times of fasting and prayer have accompanied significant spiritual and political
turning points in the life of a nation. What conditions in the church today might motivate you to fast
for revival?

What kind of political crisis in the world today might motivate you to fast?

CHAPTER TWO

THE DISCIPLE’S FAST

Sometimes it seems like everyone we meet has an addiction. Support groups exist in many cities
for people addicted to both legal and illegal drugs, gambling, sex, food, and even religion. While
there are differences in each case and kind of addiction, all addictions have at least one thing in
common. Involvement in some activity has grown to the point where the activity or substance of
that seems to have a stranglehold over the addict.

Addictions may be as common among Christians as non-Christians. You may find yourself
struggling with an addiction in your own life. While others think you have it together, there is

something in your life that seems to be in control. One of God’s chosen fasts, the Disciple’s Fast, is
designed to help people break free of addictions.

The Problem of “Besetting Sins”
Read Pages 29-31

The writer of Hebrews identifies the problem of besetting sins that many of us struggle with (see
Hebrews 12:1). How are besetting sins defined (see pages 29-30)?

Does this describe some behaviour or attitude with which you are struggling? In what ways?

What is the effect of a besetting sin in anyone’s life?

How does Satan use these sins to keep us in spiritual bondage?

How can we break free of bondage and regain control of our life?



The Power of the Disciple’s Fast

What about the person who fasted once and didn’t experience freedom in Christ? Why didn’t the
Disciple’s Fast work for him or her?

CHAPTER THREE

THE EZRA FAST

The only problem with the abundant Christian life is the problems. Sometimes we are tempted to
think that our lives would be so much better without all the difficulties that come our way. When
we try to blame all our troubles on our ultimate problem of sin, we recognize Adam and Eve faced
their own unique challenges before the Fall. Problems are a part of life and learning how to resolve
problems is part of the process resulting in spiritual growth. In this chapter, we will examine the
role of the Ezra Fast in helping resolve problems.

The Problem with Problems
Read Pages 43-46

According to natural laws, everything that is made will break (see page 43). What are some of the
things in your life subject to this law?

This part of the chapter describes three wrong attitudes toward problems:
e You are unusual
e You are unspiritual
e God has forsaken you.

The Prescription for the Ezra Fast

There are six steps in the process of solving problems through use of the Ezra Fast. As you work
through these steps together, begin by identifying a specific problem that will be the focus of your
Ezra Fast.

Step 1: Choose Those to Be Involved

Are there others affected directly by this problem? Who should be enlisted to fast with you?

Why should these people be interested in joining you on this fast?

Step 2: Share the Problem



How would you express the need in a way that might motivate others to fast?

Step 3: Fast Seriously
How serious are you about this problem?

How is affecting you emotionally?

Do you share responsibility for this problem? Have you confessed any personal sin contributing to
this problem? Are you actively praying for others involved with this problem?

Step 4: Fast Before Attempting a Solution
Is the timing right to fast? How do you know the timing is right?

What is the spiritual aspect of this problem that fasting can address?

Have you attempted to solve the problem without fasting? Is the problem likely to solve itself
whether you fast or not?

Step 5: Fast On-Site with Insight

Is there a particular place that has special significance in relation to this problem? Would it be



appropriate to visit that place to pray during the fast?

Step 6: Fast for Step-by-Step Guidance
Are you willing to spend significant time considering possible solutions to the problem during the
fast? Are there people you should meet with on the fast day to discuss the problem together?

A New Perspective on Problems
Read Pages 50-56

Sometimes, the way we approach our problems tends to magnify them rather than help solve them.
The problem-solving Ezra Fast is not an attempt to escape problems, but to enlist the Holy Spirit’s
aid in tackling them. Use the following questions to gain a more complete perspective on the
problem you are currently facing.

What is the apparent cause of the problem you are currently facing?

How big is this problem?

What are the basic issues to be addressed?

How can the problem be broken down into smaller difficulties to be solved one at a time?

Who is involved in this problem?



Is this a problem to be addressed or ignored?

What does the larger group think about this problem?

What good can come out of solving this problem?

What people may be helpful in resolving this problem?

What do you need to know before beginning to solving this problem?

In what way can this problem help you to grow in your dependence on God?

How to Solve Problems
Read Pages 56-59

This section describes a five step problem-solving strategy that needs to be a part of the Ezra Fast.

You
may sense a need for personal revival in your own life. In the next chapter, we will consider the
Samuel Fast for revival. Prepare for your study by asking God to create a desire in your own life
“s0 that times of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord” (Acts 3:19).

CHAPTER FOUR

THE SAMUEL FAST

Not many took notice when Jeremiah Lanphier began advertising a noon prayer meeting in the
North Dutch Reformed Church in Manhattan for September 23, 1857. Only six people attended. A
week later, that number grew to fourteen. Within a month, people decided to meet for prayer every
day. By February 1858, every church and public building in downtown New York was filled at
noon as business people gathered together to pray. A spiritual awakening had begun that would
eventually reach around the world.

Matthew Henry once wrote, “When God intends great mercy for His people, He first of all sets
them praying.” Times of fasting and prayer have always preceded great revival. As we study the
Samuel Fast together in this chapter, we will take a closer look at the unique relationship between
fasting and revival.

Fasting and Revival

for your family, church or community. As you fast for a spiritual awakening in your personal
sphere of influence, use the questions to guide you through these steps.

Step 1: Call the Body Together

Step 2: Demonstrate True Repentance

What sins do you need to deal with in your life to demonstrate your sincerity in praying for revival?

Step 3: Separate from Secret Sin



What hidden sins has God revealed to you during your fast?

Step 4: Have Corporate Confession of Sin

What corporate sins need to be confessed by your prayer group?

Step 5: Acknowledge the Power of the Word

During your fast, read the scriptural accounts of the great revivals listed on pages 70-72. What is
God saying to you through these revival experiences recorded in Scripture?

Step 6: Get in Touch with the Symbolic

Are you using the Samuel Fast as a legalistic tool to force God to send revival or as an expression of
your personal brokenness before God?

How is Satan likely to respond to your involvement in the Samuel Fast?

How are relationships involved in fasting for revival?



What actions would God have you take in response to insights gained during the Samuel Fast?

What signs are there that God has begun to work in a unique way in your life, family, church and
community?

What special answers to prayer have you experienced through this fast to encourage you to remain
faithful in prayer in the days to come?

Why do you think the time has come to fast for revival?

Describe the condition in your own life that motivates you to fast the Samuel Fast.

What concerns in your church cause you to think revival is needed?

As you begin fasting, what will be the character of this fast? From what foods are you abstaining?



When will you begin and end this fast? How often do you intend to repeat this fast?

The Samuel Fast sometimes dictates that you not pray for revival, but for God’s instrument of
revival—a godly leader through whom God can work (page 77). Who are the godly leaders God can
use to bring revival in your community?

In addition to prayer, what other actions is God leading you to take to insure the coming of revival
to your community?

There are many groups whose desire for revival is expressed in urging others to become involved in
a significant fast for revival. The most credible of these groups are quick to urge Christians to begin
with shorter fasts before engaging in a longer fast. Look over your fasting plans. Are you
attempting too much? Would you be better off engaging in a series of shorter fasts than one longer
fast?

Have you asked God to guide you in the nature and duration of your fast for revival?

CHAPTER FIVE

THE ELIJAH FAST

Why is it that bad habits are so easy to establish, yet so difficult to erase? As creatures of habit, we
tend to do the same things over and over, even when we know they are wrong and say we want to
stop. We struggle week after week, month after month, desperately trying to break a bad habit, but
realizing little or no success.

The Elijah Fast is a fast to break negative mental and emotional habits. In this chapter we will learn
about habits, how they are formed, and how the Elijah Fast can help us break free of habits. As you
work through this study, ask God to help you break a particularly negative habit as you observe
your own Elijah Fast.

CHAPTER SIX

THE WIDOW'’S FAST



Jesus taught His disciples, “You have the poor with you always, and whenever you wish you may
do them good” (Mark 14:7). That has certainly proved true today. Wherever we look, we find
people in need. The hungry and homeless are under our bridges, on our streets and beyond our
borders. It seems there are always more people in need than resources to meet that need. Still, as
Christians we have a deep desire to give to meet the needs of the poor and defenseless.

One of the practical benefits of fasting is that it frees up resources that can be used to help others.
This is one of God’s purposes for fasting. Ironically, the Widow’s Fast is named in honor of one
who had personal physical needs but was willing to fast to meet the physical need of another.
Because of her obedience, God intervened to meet both needs.

Fasting to Meet Physical Needs

CHAPTER EIGHT

THE DANIEL FAST

Diabetes, high blood pressure, heart disease, stroke, and cancer are just a few of a growing number
of health conditions common in our society today that are rare in more primitive cultures. Many
doctors identify our unhealthy lifestyles as contributing to the development of these conditions.
Some doctors have used fasting as part of the treatment process for these conditions and have
experienced some degree of success in correcting these problems.

This increasingly common medical practice is not unlike the test proposed by Daniel in Babylon.
The Daniel Fast eliminates fats and cholesterol while increasing fibre. The result will be improved
health. In this chapter, the Daniel Fast points out the health benefits associated with fasting.

While fasting may promote better health for many, a person with a significant medical condition
should consult his or her personal physician prior to beginning a fast. A peanut butter sandwich
may be viewed as an effective way to give children the fiber and proteins they need for their
growing bodies, but the same meal given to someone allergic to peanuts could result in death.
Specific questions about how your body might respond to a change in your diet should be discussed
with your health professional.

He cast
out a demon and restored a young boy to his right mind. Puzzled and confused, the disciples
wondered why they had been unsuccessful in their attempts to do the same.

CHAPTER 11

CHOOSING THE FAST GOD CHOOSES FOR YOU

Together we have examined nine different approaches to fasting and considered how God can use
each one to accomplish His purposes in our lives. Our study has followed the outline suggested in
Isaiah 58:6-8, one of the key passages on fasting in Scripture. God chose a fast for Israel, one
expressed in the nine disciplines of fasting we have been studying. Unfortunately, Israel failed to
fast God’s way. As a result, their fast proved to have little value and was ineffective in pleasing
God.
